  the

For	
  every	
  living	
  soul	
  belongs	
  to	
  me,	
  the	
  father	
  as	
  well	
  as	
  
the	
  son—both	
  alike	
  belong	
  to	
  me.	
  The	
  soul	
  who	
  sins	
  is	
  
the	
  one	
  who	
  will	
  die.	
  (Ezekiel	
  18:4)	
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We	
  owe	
  God	
  because	
  of	
  our	
  sins.	
  	
  We	
  deserve	
  
punishment.	
  But	
  God	
  in	
  His	
  love	
  had	
  another	
  plan.	
  	
  	
  
	
  
He	
  sent	
  someone	
  to	
  earth	
  who	
  had	
  never	
  sinned	
  to	
  take	
  
our	
  place	
  and	
  to	
  pay	
  our	
  debts.	
  	
  	
  
	
  
That	
  someone	
  is	
  God	
  the	
  Son,	
  the	
  Lord	
  Jesus	
  Christ.	
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You	
  see,	
  at	
  just	
  the	
  right	
  [me,	
  when	
  we	
  were	
  s[ll	
  
powerless,	
  Christ	
  died	
  for	
  the	
  ungodly.	
  Very	
  rarely	
  will	
  
anyone	
  die	
  for	
  a	
  righteous	
  man,	
  though	
  for	
  a	
  good	
  man	
  
someone	
  might	
  possibly	
  dare	
  to	
  die.	
  But	
  God	
  
demonstrates	
  his	
  own	
  love	
  for	
  us	
  in	
  this:	
  While	
  we	
  were	
  
s[ll	
  sinners,	
  Christ	
  died	
  for	
  us.	
  Since	
  we	
  have	
  now	
  been	
  
jus[fied	
  by	
  his	
  blood,	
  how	
  much	
  more	
  shall	
  we	
  be	
  saved	
  
from	
  God's	
  wrath	
  through	
  him!	
  (Romans	
  5:6-­‐9)	
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"For

  TO	
  BE	
  RAISED	
  FROM	
  THE	
  DEAD,	
  BUT	
  NOT	
  
THE	
  LAST.	
  
Through	
  Him,	
  everyone	
  will	
  be	
  raised	
  from	
  the	
  dead.	
  
Those	
  that	
  have	
  placed	
  his	
  faith	
  and	
  trust	
  in	
  Him	
  will	
  be	
  
raised	
  to	
  spend	
  eternity	
  in	
  Heaven	
  with	
  Him.	
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Brothers,	
  we	
  do	
  not	
  want	
  you	
  to	
  be	
  ignorant	
  about	
  
those	
  who	
  fall	
  asleep,	
  or	
  to	
  grieve	
  like	
  the	
  rest	
  of	
  men,	
  
who	
  have	
  no	
  hope.	
  We	
  believe	
  that	
  Jesus	
  died	
  and	
  rose	
  
again	
  and
